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In 2004, WASC reaffirmed the accreditation of Humphreys College through the year 2011.

Certificates, associate, baccalaureate, and juris doctor degrees are awarded in a number of fields within four broad academic areas: law, business, human services, and liberal arts.

· class size — fewer than 20 students on average 

· personal approach — professors work directly with students 

· career-oriented courses — in addition to general education 

· dedicated faculty — qualified and current in their subjects
Most colleges offer either associate or bachelor degrees, but not both. At Humphreys, students can earn a two-year associate degree and then continue to earn a four-year bachelor degree, providing them with the flexibility to manage their educational goals. This stair-step approach to education has helped many students start at the certificate level, proceed to the associate level, and finish with a bachelor degree.

11. Effective July 1, 2008, undergraduate tuition is $255 per quarter unit with a 4-unit minimum tuition charge of $1020. 

Business Department
The business department offers two areas of study: accounting and business administration. Classes for these majors are mostly offered at night and online to accommodate the schedules of working students. Both majors offer a bachelor of science degree, an associate of arts degree, and an associate of science degree. In the bachelor’s degree in business administration students choose a concentration in accounting, management, or management information systems.

The liberal arts, community & liberal studies department offers two different degree fields: Liberal Studies and Community Studies. Courses in this department are offered during the day, at night, and online for the convenience of working students.

The Department offers the following Liberal Studies degrees:

· Bachelor of Arts 

· Associate of Arts 

The Department offers the following Community Studies degrees:

· Bachelor of Science 

· Minor 

The court reporting department offers three major areas of study: court reporting, machine stenography, and computer-aided transcription (CAT). Classes for this department are offered mainly during the day but will also soon be offered online for the students' convenience. The major offers a bachelor of science degree, an associate in arts degree, an associate in science degree, and also a certificate program.

Classes for the Early Childhood Education major are offered mostly late in the day or at night to accommodate the schedules of working students. Select day classes are also available. The major offers a bachelor of arts degree and an associate of arts degree, as well as two certificate programs—Associate Teacher and Teacher, which meet state requirements.

Courses in the Legal Studies Department are held mainly at night to accommodate working students. The major offers a bachelor of arts degree, a minor, and a certificate of completion open to students who have accrued 90 or more quarter units.
